2011 to 2019, John also served as faculty director of the Social Justice Living
& Learning Community at DU. In addition, John was an accomplished
amateur photographer and held an Artist-In-Residency at the Redline
Contemporary Art Center in Denver. Known for his intelligence, creativity,
sense of humor and compassion, John was deeply loved and esteemed by his
family members, friends, colleagues and students in New York, Madison and
Denver, and will be greatly missed.
