Martha Catherine Sammartano (Mrs. Sam) of Jericho, NY at age 66, adoring
wife to husband Frank Sammartano and loving mother to Sandee
Sammartano, passed away peacefully on the 20th of May after a courageous
battle with brain cancer. Martha was born in 1957 in Hollis, Queens to Thomas
and Henrietta Flanagan and grew up in Jericho, NY. Martha married Frank in
1981, welcomed Sandee in 1984 and remained in Jericho. 
One of the things that stood out most about Martha was her caring nature; she
loved her family and friends so deeply, poured her energy into her students
and peers in the Jericho school district and community; and if she could adopt
just one more dog, she would. 
Martha graduated with her Bachelors in Education from Cortland in 1979,
earned a Master’s in Education from Stonybrook and enjoyed a long and
rewarding career as an educator with the Jericho School District since 1980.
After 34 years, she “retired” in 2014, but that was just on paper - she promptly
sought a substitute position and continued to be an active figure with the
middle school and high school athletic programs. Martha enjoyed spending
time with her friends, talking on the phone, and traveling with her family. One
of Martha’s favorite traditions was an annual family trip to cut down their
Christmas tree, an adventure that would begin with breakfast in New Jersey,
sawing down a fresh tree in Pennsylvania, and visiting the craft fair at the local
volunteer fire department. She couldn’t end the trip without going to her
favorite candle store and stopping by the confectionary for a bag full of



candies and treats. 
 Unexpectedly, in 2021, Martha was diagnosed with a brain tumor which, after

rigorous treatments and surgeries, would prove to be too much for her body. 
Martha is survived by her husband, daughter and was expecting her first
grandchild.
