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My beloved husband Pang passed away on 11/19/2023.

I will miss him and every moment of our lives together. We have been married for
over 36 years and we worked through our ups and downs side by side. As a
husband and father he always put me and our children first, never expressing any
dissatisfaction or frustration. Today, | am sad to see his sudden departure but |
really can’t bear to see him suffer from the illness anymore in this world.

He was born in Vietnam and attended the Lingnan School in Vietnam. Due to the
war, he was forced to drop out of school when he was young. He had no choice
but to work in a dairy company at a very young age. He delivered milk to the US
military base daily, and even they recognized his hard work and integrity. The US
army always rewarded him with the extra fresh fruits and food that they couldn’t
finish. He sold some of the fruits and food to the local stores for money. Using
that extra cash, he gave some for his family and saved up the rest for the
upcoming trip to Hong Kong.

It wasn’t until the early 70s, he finally went to Hong Kong. As a teenager, he didn’t
get a chance to go to school but worked odd jobs to make ends meet. It was very
difficult to find a job at that time, and with no work experience it made it even
harder. Thankfully he found a job in a handbag factory that allowed him to learn at
his pace. He dedicated his time to the factory; learning and excelling through his
Skills.

My
husband was immensely touch by your love, even though he couldn’t express it in
his last moments here with us. He would’ve wanted me to share this with you.
Our whole family is so grateful for all of you as his ‘Apprentice’ who will remember
him always.

We moved to the United States in the 90s. He worked very hard for our family,
even working two jobs for a period of time. He loved our children, never beat or
yelled at them. He was their best chauffer when they needed to go somewhere.
He loved his children’s friends as if they were his own children. He took care of
Jessica and Jonathan when | was in China for business. He loved his parents, his
brother and sister in every aspect of life. His unwavering commitment and
dedication to all of us is unparalleled.
