Thomas was
happiest bringing people together in celebration, in collaboration, and in
peace. He will be remembered dearly by the many whom he touched with his
support, humor, kindness, humility, and unassuming wisdom.

grandson Hayden; and many other dear family members who were touched
by the grace of his spirit. He was preceded in death by his dear wife
Thresiamma, and sisters Rachel and Annamma.
